Overpopulation in China has been much documented within the past 50 years. Books have been written on the Chinese birth control and One Child policy, and critics have highlighted the new problems that these policies have created. Our project summarizes the scientific research and analysis up until this point and emphasizes the disparity between policy and adequate scientific data and measures available to the policy makers.
